The highway is a place filled with forever views and
forever memories, and Forbes even calls it one of the
country’s most dazzling drives. Reaching a peak of
10,977 feet through Beartooth Pass, Roadtrippers will
immerse themselves in unmatched scenic views. The
Beartooth Highway, or Yellowstone’s Most Scenic Route,
curves along some of the most extreme country in the
world. Did we mention there are over 20 mountain
peaks reaching more than 12,000 feet? There is no
question why the highway has been designated a

OF DOWNTOWN. OR SOLEMNLY REFLECT ON SIGNIFICANT MOMENTSIN
THEHISTORY OF THE AMERICAN WEST AT MONUMENTS AND MEMORIALS
HONORING THE PAST.
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Located less than an hour from Billings, Little Bighorn
Battlefield National Monument memorializes the site of the
Battle of the Little Bighorn which took place on June 25-26,
1876 between the United States Seventh Cavalry Regiment
led by Lt. Col. George Armstrong Custer, and the Sioux and
Cheyenne under the political and spiritual leadership of
Sitting Bull. THE LITTLE BIGHORN BATTLEFIELD
NATIONAL MONUMENT was originally named Custer
Battlefield National Monument, but President George HW.
Bush renamed the site in 1991. It is now representative of
those who were in the battle: Native Americans and the 7th
Cavalry. This historic monument is located near Crow Agency
on 1-90 E, exit 510 (61.7 miles).

President Teddy Roosevelt made Yellowstone the world’s
first National Park. Geysers, mud pots, painted canyons,
wildlife and recreation make this park the best in the
world. From Memorial Day to Labor Day, take Highway 212
to YELLOWSTONE NATIONAL PARK via Red Lodge
and Cooke City (130 miles).

Retrace the Lewis and Clark Expedition at POMPEYS
PILLAR NATIONAL MONUMENT, where William
Clark carved his name into this sandstone lookout rock,
some of the only remaining physical evidence of the
expedition. Head East on |-94 (28 miles).

Outdoor enthusiasts will be in awe of the spectacular
BIGHORN CANYON NATIONAL RECREATION
AREA and YELLOWTAIL DAM. The 71-mile-long lake,
straddling the Montana-Wyoming border, is one of the largest

canyons in the U.S. Follow I-90 to Hardin, then Highway 313
to Fort Smith (90 miles).

Visit the log home and farmstead of Chief Plenty Coups
at CHIEF PLENTY COUPS STATE PARK of the

Crow tribe whose bravery, leadership and vision helped
bridge the gap between two cultures. Take Highway 416 to
Pryor (35 miles).

The PICTOGRAPH CAVE STATE PARK has been
in the making for thousands of years. Explore three caves
and see evidence of habitation from 2,000 years ago.
Visit the Visitor Interpretive Center and explore ancient
artifacts. Hop on I-90 E to Coburn Rd. (7.6 miles).

A 64-acre reservoir, LAKE ELMO STATE PARK

is an urban playground for outdoor adventurers — and
four-legged pups. Walk the 1.4-mile nature trail around
the lake, cast a line off of Roger’s Pier, or set sail on
the lake’s calm waters. Bring the dogs to play at the
200-square-foot fenced-in dog park. Follow US-87 N to
Highway 312 (5.7 miles).

Southeast of Billings is the ROSEBUD BATTLEFIELD
STATE PARK. This National Historic Landmark on the

rolling prairie of Eastern Montana preserves the site of
the June 17,1876 battle that was a harbinger to the Battle
of Little Bighorn. Take 1-90 E (109 miles).

Travel where the tyrannosaurus and triceratops once

roamed at MAKOSHIKA STATE PARK, Montana’s
largest state park. Dinosaur fossils have been
discovered across the 11,538-acre park. Pop into the
on-site visitors center to check out the geology and
fossil displays, including a triceratops skull. Follow I-94
E (220 miles).
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Out here, big sky meets big adventure. It's the kind of place to slow down and fall in love with Montana.
It's the kind of place where cowboys still ride horses across the open plains. It's the kind of place where
traces of dinosaur fossils are just waiting to be discovered because history is ever-present. Out here, you
will be welcomed with an abundance of Western hospitality. Visit Southeast Montana and take a moment
or two to view the horizon from all directions.

From Badlands, battlefields and bucking horses to recreation, rocks and rivers, Southeast Montana is an
adventure for outdoor lovers, history buffs, fossil finders and eager explorers. Find a new story in the spirit
of the Old West. Learn about Indian Nations, trace the footsteps of Lewis and Clark and wander sacred

fields where storied battles were fought. Check out the best cowboy bar in Montana, dig for dinosaur

bones, and make your way through friendly towns where strangers smile and say hello.
